Place name of an ancient anchorage known as Puerto de la Lasca, which
provided a source of fresh water in the northern part of the beach where it
was known as Playa de Aguadulce (Sweetwater Beach). From maore than a
mile long, with an average width of forty metres, it is located in a rustic
space that until the late nineties of the twentieth century had houses on the
beach. The need to improve the entrance to the city, widening the matorway
to become a highway forced to have them demolished. The only building that
remains is called Torre del Viento,built by the Canary composer Néstor Alama,
who made his last home there. The beach has a moderate swell and its
currents still pose certain danger, despite the submarine breakwater built
decades ago.
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
